eliminate static electricity from your body before performing work.
-  Do not use unnecessarily long cables to connect to a device connected to the projector or to the projector body. The longer 

the cable, the more it is susceptible to noise. Since using a cable while it is wound makes it act like an antenna, it is more 
susceptible to noise.

-  When connecting cables, connect GND first, then insert the connecting terminal of the connecting device in a straight 
manner.

Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture.   f

Managing the indicated problems

If a problem should occur inside the projector, the <ON(G)/STANDBY(R)>, <LAMP> and/or <WARNING> indicators will inform 
you. Manage the indicated problems as follow.

Attention

Before you take a remedial measure, follow the procedure of switching the power off indicated in “Powering Off the  f
projector”. (Æpage 37)

Replacing the unit

Air filter unit
The air filter prevents dust from accumulating on the optical elements inside the projector. Should the air filter become clogged 
with dust particles, it will reduce cooling fans’ effectiveness and may result in internal heat buildup and adversely affect the life 
of the projector. 
If the air filter unit become clogged, it will result in internal heat buildup, the power of the projector may be turned off for safety.
If a warning message appears on the screen, replace the air filter immediately. 
Consult your dealer to purchase a replacement air filter unit (ET-RFV300).

Removing the air filter unit

Remove the air filter cover. (Fig.1)1) 
Open the air filter cover in the direction of the arrow and remove it. f

Remove the air filter unit.2) 
Hold the tab of the air filter unit and pull out in the direction of the arrow. (Fig.2) f
After removing the air filter unit, remove foreign objects and dust from the air filter compartment and the projector’s air  f
intake port if there are any.

Press the <MENU> button to display the main menu, then press 2) as to select [PROJECTOR SETUP].

Press the <ENTER> button, press 3) as to select [FILTER COUNTER].

Press the <ENTER> button, press 4) as to select [FILTER COUNTER RESET].

Press the <ENTER> button.5) 
[FILTER COUNTER RESET] confirmation is displayed.  f

Press 6) qw to select [OK], then press the <ENTER> button.
The filter usage time is 0 after reset. f

Attention

Turn off the power before you replace the air filter unit. f
When attaching the air filter unit, make sure that the projector is stable, and work in an environment that is safe, even in the  f
event of the air filter unit dropping.
Make sure that the air filter unit is properly attached before using the projector. If it is not attached, the projector will suck in  f
dirt and dust causing a malfunction.
Do not put anything into the air vents. Doing so may result in malfunction of the projector. f
The air filter unit to be replaced should be an unused product. f
After replacing the air filter, reset the filter counter. Otherwise, “FILTER COUNTER has reached the set time.” will appear on  f
screen.

Note
The replacement cycle of the air filter unit varies greatly depending on the usage environment. f

Lamp unit

The lamp unit is a consumable component. 
It is recommended to ask an authorized engineer to replace the lamp unit. Contact your dealer.
Consult your dealer to purchase a replacement lamp unit (ET-LAV300).

Warning

Do not replace the lamp unit when it is hot. (Wait at least 1 hour after use.)
The inside of the cover can become very hot, take care to avoid burn injuries.

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Notes on the replacement of the lamp unit
The luminous source of the lamp is made of glass and may burst if you hit it against a hard surface or drop it. Please handle  f
with care.
A Phillips screwdriver is required for replacement of the lamp unit. f
When replacing the lamp unit, be sure to hold it by the handle. f
When replacing the lamp because it has stopped illuminating, there is a possibility that the lamp may be broken. If replacing  f
the lamp of a projector which has been installed on the ceiling, you should always assume that the lamp is broken, and you 
should stand to the side of the lamp cover, not underneath it. Remove the lamp cover gently. Small pieces of glass may fall 
out when the lamp cover is opened. If pieces of glass get into your eyes or mouth, seek medical advice immediately.
The lamp may be ruptured. Care should be taken not to scatter pieces of the broken lamp glass when replacing the lamp  f
unit. Pieces of the broken lamp may fall from the lamp unit especially when the projector is mounted on the ceiling, so when 
replacing the lamp unit do not stand directly underneath it or position your face close to it.
The lamp contains mercury. Consult your local municipality or your dealer about correct disposal of used lamp units. f

Panasonic takes no responsibility for any damage or malfunction of the product resulting from use of lamp units which are  f
not manufactured by Panasonic. Use only specified lamp units.

The model numbers of accessories and optional accessories are subject to change without prior notice. f

When to replace the lamp unit
The lamp unit is a consumable component. Since its brightness gradually decreases over time, it is necessary to replace the 
lamp unit regularly. The estimated duration before replacement is 4 000 hours, but the lamp may go off before 4 000 hours has 
elapsed depending on individual lamp characteristics, usage conditions, and the installation environment. It is recommended 
that the Replacement lamp unit be prepared earlier.
If you continue to use the lamp unit after 4 000 hours has elapsed, the lamp turns off automatically after approximately 10 
minutes, as it will cause malfunction of the projector.
